Keep these elements in mind when designing a logo:
colors + geometrical shapes +perspective + typography = LOGO

· Simplicity
Must be able to recognize immediately at a glance

· Proportions

It must not be too long or too wide. Keep in mind, it needs to remain readable from a very small size and still look attractive blown up to the size of a billboard.

· Color

Do not use more than 2-3 colors at the maximum. All fortune 500 companies sport simple colors in their identity. Football teams only use two colors..three at most.

· Typography

Use simple fonts that are easy to read. Add italic or bold to show a hierarchy. Use decretive or display font sparingly. 

· Practical and adaptable

Can it be converted to Grayscale or black and white

and still be recognizable?

· Projection of image

What image of the company are you portraying? Traditional or modern? Sophisticated or fun?

(-How many colors or images have you included in this...... consider printing costs for the future too. )
